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Neki lutkari marionetu nazivaju kraljicom lutaka, drugi 
najviše vole ginjol jer ga osjećaju neodvojivim dijelom vlastite 
ruke, ali tehnika koja se najviše koristila na ovim našim 
prostorima nakon Drugoga svjetskog rata treća je vrsta, 
zvana javanka ili javajka. Naziv joj dolazi od imena otoka 
Jave, jer je nastala po uzoru na tradicionalni indonezijski 
wayang golek. To je trodimenzionalna štapna lutka, koju 
odozdo pokreće lutkar skriven iza paravana. Jednom rukom 
drži štap koji prolazi tijelom lutke u lutkinu glavu, a drugom 
rukom štapiće odnosno žice kojima pokreće lutkine ruke. 
Postoji više varijanata javanke. Ona često ima i mehanizam 
koji joj omogućuje kimanje glavom, a može imati i savršeniji 
mehanizam koji joj pokreće oči, usta i druge dijelove glave. 
Javanku je do savršenstva doveo Sergej Obrazcov (1901.-
1992.) u Državnom akademskom centralnom kazalištu 
lutaka u Moskvi, koje danas nosi njegovo ime. Kako su se u 
cijelom istočnoeuropskom bloku, pa i u tadašnjoj Jugoslaviji, 
osnivala lutkarska kazališta po uzoru na njegovo, tako je on 
imao golem utjecaj i na izbor lutkarske tehnike i na repertoar.

Upravo stoga, želeći na ovogodišnjem PIF-u predstaviti 
tehniku štapne lutke, posebno javanke, nismo mogli (a 
dakako ni htjeli!) zaobići kazalište koje ju je najviše koristilo, 
usavršilo i proširilo Europom. Dapače, namjerno smo pozvali 
živu lutkarsku klasiku, Obrazcovljevu danas najpoznatiju i 
najizvođeniju predstavu - Neobičan koncert, predstavu koja 
je nastala još davne 1946. godine, a i dan-danas za nju se, 
kad god je na repertoaru, traži karta više. Uz izložbu, koja 
će prikazati i druge javanke, bit će to hommage čovjeku 
koji je lutkarstvu dao dignitet umjetničke forme, utemeljio 
zanimanje lutkara i pokazao što sve može javanka (na 
ruskom „gapit“).”
Uz spomenutu lutkarsku klasiku namjeravali smo pozvati i 
jednu sjajnu suvremenu predstavu istoga kazališta, također 
izvođenu javankama, ali to će gostovanje na red doći ipak 
sljedeće godine. 
Klasičnu paravansku predstavu izvedenu javankama, a 
zanimljivu i po temi, izvest će iransko kazalište iz Teherana, 
a jednu drugu tehniku štapne lutke pokazat će zanimljiva 
kosovsko-francuska koprodukcija u predstavi Varalice, 
izvedenoj u tehnici sjena (u Indoneziji se plošne štapne lutke 
za kazalište sjena zovu wayang kulit).

Otklon od klasike pokazuju kazalište iz Białystoka s Fasadama, 
Zabranjene ljubavi iz Ljubljane (PIF-u dobro poznati umjetnik 
Silvan Omerzu predstavlja se svojom prepoznatljivom, a ipak 
novom i drukčijom estetikom) i izraelski umjetnici, koji Eshet 
prikazuju plesom, pokretom, maskom i lutkom. 
Tu je i renomirano Budimpeštansko kazalište lutaka s 
Lirikom i Epikom, predstavom koja se odlikuje vrhunskom 
animacijom i duhovitim tekstom, dostupnim u prijevodu na 
hrvatski, te izvrsno soijsko kazalište „Atelje 313“ sa svojim 
Čarobnjakom iz Oza u konkurenciji i predstavom Maska u 
meni izvan konkurencije, koja pokazuje što se može maskom 
i kako cijelo ljudsko tijelo može postati lutka. 
Maske u meni nastala je prvotno na studiju lutkarstva na 
soijskoj akademiji, a kako se već uobičajilo na PIF-u, i ove će 
se godine pokazati nekoliko najuspješnijih završnih ispita iz 
lutkarstva studenata Umjetničke akademije u Osijeku.
Hrvatske predstave odabrao je Savjet PIF-a, nastojeći izabrati 
najbolje od ponuđenog.

proputovala pola svijeta.
Stoga dopustite da vas animiramo i vodimo (uz malo 
manipulacije, jer ipak smo mi lutkari!) u inovativni plesno-
lutkarski svijet Dude Paive.

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Some puppeteers consider the marionette to be the queen 
of puppets; others prefer the hand puppet because they 
feel as if it were an inseparable part of their hands, but 
the technique which is the most popular in this region is a 
third one, the so-called Javanese rod puppet technique. 
Its name stems from the island of Java, because it is based 
on the traditional Indonesian wayang golek. It consists of 
a three-dimensional puppet on a pole manipulated from 
underneath by a puppeteer hidden behind a screen. In one 
hand the puppeteer holds a pole whose length runs through 
the puppet’s body, reaching its head, while in the other hand 
he holds small rods or wires which manipulate the doll’s 
hands. There are several variations of the rod puppet. It often 
includes a mechanism which enables the puppet to nod, and 
can also include a more complex mechanism which is used 
to manipulate its eyes, mouth and other facial features. The 
rod puppet technique was perfected by Sergei Obraztsov 
(1901-1992) of the Central National Academic Puppet 
Theatre in Moscow, which is nowadays named after him. 
At that time that type of puppetry was predominant in the 
whole eastern-European region, including Yugoslavia, so he 
had an immense inluence on the selection of both puppetry 
techniques and the theatre repertoire.
In light of that, since this year’s PIF aims to present the rod 
puppet technique, especially the Javanese technique, we 
couldn’t avoid the theatre which made the most use of it, 
perfected it and spread it throughout Europe – nor would 
we want to! In fact, we decided to invite a living puppetry 
classic, Obraztsov’s most famous and most played show - 
Extraordinary concert, performance that was created back in 
1946. Till present day, whenever this play has been performed, 
an extra ticket was wanted. Along with an exhibition which 
will display rod puppets, it will be an homage to the man 
who elevated puppetry to an art, founded the puppeteering 
profession and demonstrated all that the Javanese – or gapit 
in Russian – is capable of.
In addition to this classic, we intended to invite another 
timeless play from the same theatre, but that will have to 
wait until next year.
A classic play in the rod puppet technique will be performed 
by the Iranian theatre from Tehran, and a diferent rod-
puppetry technique will be demonstrated in a Kosovo-
France co-production, The Swindler, performed in the 
shadow-puppet technique (in Indonesia, lat rod puppets for 
shadow theater are called wayang kulit).

Some of this year’s plays which take a step away from the 
classics include the Biyalistok theatre with Façades, the 
Ljubljana theatre with Silvan Omerzu’s Forbidden loves, 
whose familiar technique shines through even in this play’s 
fresh and diferent aesthetics, as well as the Israeli play Esher, 
which makes use of dance, motion, masques and puppets.
The renowned Budapest Puppet Theatre will present Lyria 
and Epikum, a show characterised by top-notch animation 
and witty lines, which will be available in Croatian, and 
the excellent theatre “Atelje 313” from Soia, which will 
present its performance of The Wizard of Oz as part of the 
oicial programme, while its show The Masks In Me aptly 
demonstrates what can be accomplished through the usage 
of masks and how the entire human body can be used as a 
puppet.
The Masks in Me is a play that is the product of the Department 
for Puppetry Studies in the Soia Art Academy; and this 
year’s PIF continues the tradition of showcasing some of the 
most successful inal productions of the Osijek Art Academy 
puppetry students.
The Croatian shows were selected by the PIF committee, in 
an attempt to pick the best of the best.
